ENVIRONMENT POLICY

Cumas New Ross is the business name for Co Wexford Community Workshop (New Ross) Ltd, which is a private company limited by guarantee with charity status and -substantially grant funded by the Health Service Executive.  Our main purpose is to promote the full integration of people with intellectual disability into their local community using the tenet “Individualisation Towards A Better Life”.  
As with all organisations we recognise that our activities will involve some negative environmental impacts and our aim to minimise these by:

· Complying with environment law
· Measuring and monitoring our environmental performance
· Actively seeking to continuously improve our performance
· Minimising the risk of pollution from our operation

· Encouraging our suppliers, customers and other stakeholders to do likewise

Our most significant direct environmental impacts arise from the electricity, heating oil and vehicle fuel we consume. In order to minimise this, we take steps to ensure that machinery and lighting are only operating when required. As much as possible we have measures in place to improve the energy efficiency of our buildings and reduce water use to significantly lower our carbon footprint.    
We routinely monitor our kerosene, diesel, electricity and water consumption and we operate a segregation system to ensure our waste is recycled to minimise the use of land-fill facilities.
